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Brush Cutter Safety

Before using

· Inspect the cutter blade for cracks or other damage.
· Make sure the blade is securely fastened.
· Before starting the engine make sure there are no obstructions in the way of the blade.
· Don’t run engine in poorly ventilated areas (e.g. buildings)
· Hold machine on ground firmly when first starting.
· Don’t use machine with anybody in a 10m radius of you.
· Always wear the right protective gear 
· *Steel cap boots
· *Earmuffs
· *Glasses
· If blade hits something hard, always turn engine off before inspecting blade.
· No smoking or naked flames when refueling Brush Cutter
· Always operate with a safety guard on.
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
